The city is likely to see much more development in the next five years with 14 projects
having been planned by Surat Municipal Corporation (SMC) at an estimated cost of Rs 1,209
crore. Surat Urban Development Authority (SUDA) has also planned 10 projects at a cost of Rs
440 crore under the Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (JNNURM), a central
government initiative. for development of urban sectors in 63 cities of the country.

Some of the ongoing projects this year would be bracketed along with the others under
JNNURM, according to SMC commissioner Pankaj Joshi, who is also SUDA chairman.

Under JNNURM, half the funding would be from the Central government, while the stage
government and the urban local body concerned would contribute 20 and 30 percent
respectively according to an official note.

The projects to be taken up in areas under SUDA limits would be water supply and
drainage system in several parts and developing gardens and lakes in Abva, Bhimrad, Pal and a

sports complex at Khajod, Joshi said. A 66-
km-long four-lane outer ring road at a cost
of about Rs 100 crore has also been
planned, Joshi added.

SMC city engineer said that projects
drafted for grant under JNNURM include
two bridge over Tapi at an estimated cost
of Rs 140 crore and three new flyovers at
Adajan, Parle Point and Kharwar. About 20
km of road would be cement-concretized.
A new water treatment plant at Sarthana

s~ would ensure round-the-clock water supply
to denizens here and on recreational front
three swimming pools and an Olympic-size
pool would also be developed.




The Tapi riverfront development, a balloon dam with a reservoir with provisions of
diversion of storm water would also be clubbed in the projects under JNNURM. Emphasis would
also be given to five drainage projects in Adajan, Bhesan, Athwa, and Bamroli at a cumulative
projects cost of Rs 47 crore.

SMC would also take up housing projects for lower income group and economically
weaker sections at a project cost of about Rs 100 crore, Other projects are as below.
